What is the Expand Access to Quality Early Care and Education rfga?

The La Paz/Mohave Regional Partnership Council (RPC) has identified the need for regional implementation of the following strategy:  

Provide an Administrative Home responsible for expanding access to quality child care in the region by overseeing the implementation of planning, start-up and/or quality improvement grants for development, expansion or facility improvement; in order to allow new child care centers to open and existing centers and homes to expand enrollment in regulated and quality settings.  
Organizations responding to this RFGA must be located in the region and capable of providing an Administrative Home to oversee and administer this regional program to provide planning, start-up and quality grants to childcare centers and homes in the La Paz/Mohave Region. The intent of these grants is to expand access to quality childcare throughout the region. 

What is the Total Amount of Funding Available?

Approximately $251,896  is available in this Request for Grant Application.  Contract renewal will be contingent upon satisfactory contract performance, evaluation and availability of funds.

The anticipated contract period for any resultant grant will be September 1, 2009 - to June 30, 2010.
